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How to find us

Monitor is located on Matthew Parker Street, across the
Elizabeth Il Conference Centre and Westminster Abbey.
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Directions:

By Tube from St. James’s Park Underground Station:
District Line or Circle Line (approx 5 minutes):

Exit the station at The Broadway, passing a newsagent in
the station. As you exit, cross the zebra crossing directly in
front of you, and proceed straight ahead. You will now be
going along Tothill Street. Keep walking past Dean Farrar
Street, and The Sanctuary public house, then cross over
Tothill Street, passing Caxton House, and Matthew Parker
Street is the turning on your left.

By British Rail:
From Victoria station — approx 15 minute walk
From Waterloo Station — approx 15 minute walk

By Bus:

Buses 11, 24, 148, and 211 stop outside Westminster
Central Hall, on Storeys Gate.

Buses 3, 12, 53, 53X, 77A, 88,109, 159 and 453 also stop
nearby.

By Tube from Westminster Underground Station:
District, Circle or Jubilee Lines (approx 6 minutes):

Come out of the station at Exit 6, this will bring you onto
Whitehall. Turn back on yourself and turn immediately to
your right, proceeding down Great George Street. Cross
this road, passing the Institute of Civil Engineers and turn
first left into Storey’s Gate. Cross this road, continue
straight ahead, passing The Westminster Arms public
house on your right. Matthew Parker Street is on the
right. You will see the building directly in front of you.

Car Parking:

Public car parks operate in Abingdon Street, Horseferry
Road, Rochester Row and Semley Place. There are
parking meters on Matthew Parker Street and Tothill
Street.
